Just a little history on the funds in the treasury.  The money that is there is for a specific purpose which this explana-

tion should  clarify. 

 About 6 or 7 years ago, the Students at the CGSC labored nearly the entirety of their school year doing such things as 

selling donuts to collect money that would allow them to underwrite some of the costs of the annual Special Opera-

tions Ball.    The annual costs of pulling one of these events together when all of the costs of invitation, postage, pro-

grams, decoration, special guest rooms, dinner, wine, favors, etc, can increase the cost per guest at $60- $75 each.  

When you pay $40 or $45 to attend, the additional costs must come somewhere.   

 As a matter of affinity, the Chapter, annually attended the Ball, but without assisting much in fund raising.   

 We undertook the action to find alternative sources of funding from some of our friends in industry now staffed with 

fellow Special Forces Soldiers with whom many of us know and have served in the past.  They have been generous dur-

ing this period of international conflict and war and have allowed us to not only contribute on an annual basis signifi-

cantly more funds than the students labored to collect but have allowed us to grow the FUND and that will allow us to 

assist in this endeavor into the future. 

 While not all of the funding in the treasury is in the “Ball Fund”, much of it is.  Further if we stop fund raising for this 

event, the funds would rapidly decline as would the quality of the Ball.  

 The best way to run an organization is to create a vision that will sustain it through good and fallow times.  The vision 

must be in harmony with the mission and by-laws of the organization.  Then, each year the Officers and Members 

should create an annual plan to include a resource plan to accommodate that years activities.  As a business the officers 

have an obligation to assure the organization does not live from hand to mouth, month to month, or year to year.  In-

stead, they should look to a vibrant and solvent entity that will survive through tough times. 

 Members who have ideas on what the Chapter could accomplish should present those programs to the elected offi-

cers for inclusion in an annual plan of events.  Recommendations should outline the program, goals and objectives, the 

resources that will be required to accomplish the recommended actions, list the leaders to oversee the event, people 

who will work it, and a plan to raise any funding needed to make that specific program a success.   

 By our Charter, we are principally a social and patriotic organization that exists for the benefit of Special Forces Sol           

            diers – we deny membership to any who cannot 

            establish service as a Special Forces Soldier or who 

            have served in integrated direct  support to Special 

            Forces units.  Our principal actions should remain in 

                       a social and patriotic lane as outlined in our By-laws 

           2710.63     nd our tax status as outlined by the Internal Reve

           1030.59     nue Service.

The Battle at Iwo Jima (Sulfur Island) February 19 ς March 13,  1945 
   
February 19  marks a very important day in the history of the United States Marine Corps.  This is the anniver-
sary of the beginning of the battle at Iwo Jima, February 19 to March 13, 1945.  On the morning of February 
19, 1945, the 4th and 5th Marine Divisions invaded Iwo Jima after a somewhat ineffective bombardment last-
ing 72 hours.  They faced over 22,000 battle hardened Japanese forces that were entrenched in an extensive 
tunnel system that connected much of their fighting position on the island.  By the end of the battle, that 
lasted over 22 days, virtually all of the Japanese defenders were killed.  The Marines suffered 25,851 casual-
ties of which 4,575 were killed in action, many of these in the first 3 days of battle.   
  
In the entirety of World War II, 353 Medals of Honor were awarded.  Of these 84 were 
awarded to Marines.  27 were awarded in the battle for Iwo Jima. 
  
The Nation stands in honor of our fellow warriors, the United States Marines. 
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Special Forces Association History (National) 

In June of 1964 the US Army Special Forces Decade Association was formed at Fort Bragg, North 

Carolina by 68 Active duty Special Forces personnel, with approval of appropriate military officials.  At the 

time of inception, the 68 charter members, desired membership requirements to be ten years service with 

Special Forces and full Special Forces qualifications, thus, the most exclusive veteran’s organization within the 

armed forces came into being. 

 To the personnel in Special Forces with less than ten years active service, knowledge of the Decade 

Association (The Official insignia was the Special Forces Regimental Crest with the Roman numeral X above 

the turned dagger) meant the existence of another goal to be obtained, to complete apprenticeship in the 

trade of conventional warfare and someday be fully accepted by the Association.  The Association Charter 

members were looked upon as the “originals” trainers of the new generation who already commanded re-

spect and admiration.  Little did the original members realize that the Decade Club would grow into a truly 

international fraternity of active, retired and former Special Forces soldiers. 

 As the Special Forces legend grew, so did the Association.  The Decade Club became the Decade As-

sociation and then in 1976 the Special Forces Association.  At this time the “originals” realized that because 

of the complexity of the Special Forces assignments during the war in Southeast Asia, many of the ones who 

served with Special Forces were assigned to other units, and would never have the opportunity to attain ten 

years service in Special Forces.  Also, they realized that many Special Forces soldiers had been disabled be-

cause of wounds and could no longer serve in the active Special Forces.  Soldiers who had endured the nec-

essary hardships and proven themselves both physically and academically adept in the attainment of the cov-

eted prefix 3, official acknowledgment of full qualifications within the Special Forces ranks, an honor that was 

symbolized by authorization to wear the full flash on the beret and now by the Special Forces Tab. 

 Now, in this new millennium, the Special Forces Association is the only, fully recognized, veterans fra-

ternal organization, that has exclusive membership qualifications limited to Special Forces qualified personnel 

and those soldiers who directly support the Special Forces mission.  The wearing of the Green Beret and 

Crest while in civilian cloths is authorized by the Department of Defense.  We serve over 9,562 active and 

inactive members, with 100 chapters located in the Continental United States, Puerto Rico, Korea, Germany, 

Okinawa, Saudi Arabia, Guam-Philippines, Hawaii, Australia, Iraq and Afghanistan. 

We are the keepers of the flame, the guardian of tradition, active and retired who will never stack arms…

We are dedicated to the principles and ideals of the Special Forces Regiment…We are  the Special Forces
